It you do not have any plans for the school holidays, you may
want o consider embarking on an outdoor adventure. How about
doing some hiking in a forest? Or perhaps going on a camping
<7 frip with your family or friends? Such activities offer you
excellent opportunities to have fun and get close to nature at
~the same time. but safety needs to be your number one priority.
Whatever you do, make sure you pick up essential survival skills
and pack wisely before setting off.
Unexpected things can sometimes happen in the great outdoors. Since you can never
anticipate exactly what might go wrong, carrying a survival kit in your pocket is always
worthwhile. Let's look at how we can find ways to utilise every tiny bit of space inside
a small, lightweight and waterproof container and include as many useful everyday
items as possiblel

How fo assemble a personal survival kit:

e Find a pocket-sized plastic or metal container.

e Cut out the rough strip at the side of a matchbox. Bundle the
strip and a few matches together in plastic wrap to keep them
dry.

e Snap a pencil in two, making sure one of the pieces can fit into
your container. Sharpen both ends of that piece.

o Cut plastic straws into pieces that can fit into your container and
Tape up one end of each piece. After filling each handmade mini
tube amgjh small amounts of liquid, especially hand sanitiser and
antiseptic cream, Tape up the other end.

e Find some plasters of different sizes.

e Fold up a few large sheets of aluminium foil as small as you can.

e Place the above basic items inside your container first. Estimate how much space
you have left, then think of other items that might come in handy and £i as many
